DEER HUNTER LOTTERY NOTIFICATION FORM

September 1, 2024

Chester Woods Park will grant permission to a limited number of hunters to hunt within the park during the normal shotgun season for Southeast CWD 643 which is November 23 – December 1, 2024.  All successful applicants will be required to obtain at least one disease management harvest tag allowing the taking of additional antlerless deer.  The number of hunters allowed will be limited to 40 selected by lottery.  Two permits will be reserved for physically disabled hunters and distributed by Olmsted County staff.  Staff will require a doctor’s note with the extent of the hunter’s disability and any restrictions the hunter may have. When applying for the physically disabled hunter permit, hunters need to include documentation with the application and list who will be assisting them in the hunt if needed.  All assistants to a disabled hunter will not be allowed to hunt themselves.

The drawing will be held on Monday, September 23, 2024, at 8 a.m. and both successful and unsuccessful applicants will be notified by mail or email within 5 business days.  

Successful applicants must provide picture identification, a 2024 deer hunting license, and at least one 2024 disease management harvest tag when picking up their permission slips at the Public Works Service Center.  Selected participants are required to pick-up their permits starting November 12, 2024, and NO LATER than Wednesday, November 20, 2024, by 4 p.m. at the Public Works Service Center located at 1188 50th Street SE, Rochester, MN 55904.

Selected applicants who fail to pick up their packets by November 20, 2024, forfeit their opportunity to hunt at Chester Woods during the 2025 Firearms Season.  There will be no exceptions to this requirement!  If you are selected and are unable to hunt, please call us as soon as possible at 328-7070 so an alternate can be notified.  If you fail to notify us, you will be removed from our database for the next year.

DEER HUNTER LOTTERY REGISTRATION RULES
The following rules will apply to the hunt:
  1.	Parties of up to four persons may register on a single form. An applicant’s name can only appear on one application.
  2.	Successful applicants will be issued a written permission slip allowing them to hunt within the park.  Picture identification, 2024 deer license, and Disease Management Harvest Tag must be provided when picking up the permission slip.
  3.	All hunters must carry picture identification, hunting license, and permission slip while in the park.
  4.	The park will be closed to the general public during the deer season.
  5.	No one without a valid permission slip will be allowed within the park for any reason.
  6.	All trash must be removed.
  7.	Conservation officers will be patrolling the park and violators will be prosecuted.
  8.	All hunters must return the pre-addressed report postcard by mail within 5 business days following the hunt regardless if an animal was taken or not. Cards will be distributed with the permission slips.  Failure to comply with these requirements will disqualify the hunter from future hunts.
  9.	Archers may hunt during the same dates and under the same rules.
10.	The purpose of this hunt is to harvest sufficient numbers to keep the Chester Woods herd healthy and manageable.  It may or may not be repeated in subsequent years.
